Why do we commemorate those who have fallen asleep in the Lord?
During memorial services, we commemorate the souls of all Orthodox Christians 
who have gone before us into eternal rest. In praying for those who have “fallen 
asleep in the Lord” (see John 11 and the account of Lazarus), we continue to ask 
that God may have mercy on them in His divine judgement so they may gain the 
inheritance of the Kingdom of Heaven. On Holy Friday, as we commemorate the 
Entombment of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ and His descent into Hades prior 
to His Divine and Life-bestowing Resurrection, the names offered here will be 
commemorated with prayers in front of the Epitaphio, which represents the Tomb of 
Christ. Please remember your loved ones by not only submitting their names, but by 
attending the holy services throughout Holy Week to strengthen your own faith and 
to experience the great joy of the great and glorious Resurrection of Jesus Christ.
